





4th of July Recipes

Are you attending a 4th of July party? If so check out some festive
recipes to take with you.

All American Dessert

1 1g Berry blue jello

1 1g Red jello, any flavor

4 ¢ Water; boiling

2 ¢ Water; cold

8 oz Cool Whip; thawed

4 c Angel food cake, cubed
2 ¢ Strawberries; sliced

1/2 ¢ Blueberries

Dissolve berry blue jello in 2 cups of boiling water. In a separate bowl,
dissolve the cherry jello. Stir 1 cup of cold water into each bowl. Pour
into separate 9x13" pans.

Refrigerate at least 3 hours until firm. Cut into 1/2" cubes.

Place blue jello cubes in bottom of clear glass trifle bowl. Top with 1/3 of
the Cool Whip. Add cake cubes, then sliced strawberries. Top with
another 1/3 Cool Whip. Add the red jello cubes and then the remaining
Cool Whip.

Sprinkle blueberries over top.

Red, White and Berry Blue Dessert

1 pk Berry Blue jello

1 pk Strawberry jello

1 ¢ Boiling water

1/2 ¢ Cold water

1 1/2 ¢ Cool Whip

Prepare berry blue and strawberry jello as directed on the packages.
Pour each into separate 8" square pans.

Refrigerate at least 3 hours or until firm. Cut into cubes.

Layer red and blue cubes alternately with Cool Whip in 8 glasses.
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July Trivia

According to the Gregorian calendar, July is the seventh month. On the
Roman calendar, it was the fifth month and it was called "Quintilis,"
meaning "fifth." Julius Caesar gave the month 31 days in 46 B.C. The
Roman Senate named it "Julius," in honor of Caesar.
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During July, when there isn't much rain,
the grass often loses its greenness. Some flowers are abundant in July,
because they thrive on the heat. Also, insects are abundant as well -
life is thriving in July!

Independence Day is observed in the United States on July 4. On that
day in 1776, the Continental Congress adopted the Declaration of
Independence. In France, a similar holiday, Bastille Day, occurs on July
14. Several other countries celebrate national independence in July.
Canada celebrates July 1 as Canada Day. Independence Day is
celebrated in Venezuela on July 5; in Argentina, July 9; in Belgium,
July 21; and in Peru, July 28.
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
